Comments for Expedition Birding scores.

Fiji Petrel was rediscovered in 1983.

Chatham Island Taiko  not mentioned in BTW 1988, even though it was only rediscovered in 1978. It can be assumed that its treatment was missed by BirdLife and therefore later scores apply to 1988.
Hooded Crane. Regarded as Conservation dependent in BTW2 1994. Given 2 points.
Samoan Moorhen. A possible sighting in 1987. If correct this gives score 5 for the following editions.

Imperial Snipe. Not mentioned in BTW 1988, but since it was just recently rediscovered, it may have been overlooked. The first five records from Abra Malaga and elsewhere mentioned in Birds of the High Andes warrants rediscovery points, posteriorly 1 point.

Audouin´s Gull. Regarded as Conservation dependent in BTW2 1994. Given 2 points.

Madeira Laurel Pigeon. Regarded as Conservation dependent in BTW2 1994. Given 2 points.
Pallid Dove.  Included in basis of the Ridgely and Greenfield has included this species in their slightly expanded EBA treatment

Tuxtla Quail-Dove.  Split from Purple-backed Quail-Dove. 

Kakapo. Reported Extinct in the wild in 1994.

Blue-winged Racquet-tail.  Seems to have been forgotten in BTW 1988. Nevertheless it is listed as 3 points here as its consequent treatment

Norfolk Island Green Parakeet. Split. Not treated in BTW 1988, but given later assignation.

Forbes's Parakeet.  Split. Not treated in BTW 1988, but given later assignation.

Orange-fronted Parakeet. Split. Not treated in BTW 1988, but given later assignation..

Uvea Parakeet.  Split from Horned Parakeet.

Cloud-forest Pygmy-owl.  Split from Andean P-O. The form has always been under pressure.
Christmas Island Hawk-owl.  Split from Moluccan Hawk-Owl. 

Wallece's Owlet-Nightjar. Not treated in earlier editions of Birds to Watch. But having Data Deficient Status now, indicates it should have had that treatment earlier as well.
Spot-fronted Swift.  Not treated in earlier editions of Birds to Watch. But having Data Deficient Status now, indicates it should have had that treatment earlier as well.
Escudo Hummingbird. Recent split.
Tapaculos. Many forms have been described in recent years. It is only after better understanding and publications by Schulenberg and Krabbe that it is beginning to get more graspable. It is hard to set the five first expeditions for many of the new species as the new forms may have been observed by others previously. The treatment in the list is temporary and may be changed.
Antioquia Bristle-Tyrant

Not mentioned in BTW, but probably overlooked.

Orange-breasted Bush-Shrike 

Not mentioned in BTW, but probably overlooked. Same points apply.

Red-shouldered Blackbird. Agelaius assimilis –restricted range on Cuba. Previously listed as subspecies of Red-winged Blackbird Agelaius phoenicus. Looking at distribution maps in Birds of Cuba (Garrido&Kirconnell) it shows that its distribution is less than 50000km2.
